The Perschbacher Family has worked as missionaries to the Ojibwe people for more than 20 years. They first came to Central Michigan in 1988, moving from the Chicago area to begin ministering to establish a church on the Isabella Indian Reservation. There have been many trials, many lessons learned, and set backs as well as victories clearly won by the power of God. They also spent a year and a half on the Yankton Sioux Reservation in South Dakota in Lake Ades assisting another missionary with his work. 

Work is still underway on the production of the New Testament in the Ojibwe language. Workers are needed to help translate the Old Testament to complete the Bible in Ojibwe. 

C. Our Location 

In August of 2007 the Ojibwe Baptist Mission/Church obtained our present building from the remaining congregation of Bible Baptist Church of Rosebush. We have been meeting as the Lord enables us, each Sunday and Wednesday. Our building was built by the people of the Methodist Episcopal church in 1888 and is one of the oldest buildings in Rosebush. This building has survived two fires, an exploding boiler, many tornadoes and thunderstorms, as well as the test of time.

D. Our Purpose 

We are present within the bounds of the Isabella Indian Reservation to minister the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ to Native and Non-Native peoples' until the eminent return of the Son of God from heaven.

E. Our Goals 

To present Christ as the Hope for all people, that they may live according to the dictates of their own hearts, under the control and power of the Holy Spirit of God. We are also commanded by the Lord Jesus Christ to be His witnesses both in Jerusalem (Rosebush, MI) and in all Judea (Isabella County) and in Samaria (misunderstood peoples) and unto the uttermost part of the earth. (Act~ 1:8).

F. History of our church 

We are a mission sent out by the authority of the Burna Missionary Baptist Church of Burna, Kentucky. Over 50 years ago Burna Baptist Church was established by the authority of the SouthSide Baptist Church of Paducah, Kentucky. The Ojibwe Baptist Church is descended from a line of churches that reach back into history and recorded Baptist history to the first church at Jerusalem that was built and dedicated by the Lord Jesus Christ, Himself. The church at Jerusalem was not a church made of stone or wood; but a church built of men & women declaring that they have been saved by the blood of the only lighteous Son of God, baptized together under the authority that first was declared by John the Baptist,just before Jesus was revealed as the Savior of the world.

G. Some Projects 

Since we first began meeting in the fall of 2007, we have been collecting food items to benefit the Rosebush Emergency Assistance Program (R.E.A.P.) The Reap Pantry helps to feed hungry people in the Rosebush area. 

Each year also we help with a community project known as the CROP Walk. Through this project donations are gathered to help hungry people around the world as well as here at home. 25% of what is donated to the CROP Walk is returned to benefit the Rosebush "REAP" Pantry. 

Bibles for India is a project that an evangelist got us started on during the summer of 2008. For every $2.50 that we gather, a Bible is printed in the Telegu language and distributed in India where this language is spoken. There are literally millions upon millions of people that speak Telegu and most of them cannot afford to purchase a Bible for themselves. 

In, 2008 we donated 40 Bibles. In 2009 we were able by the Grace of God to donate 136 Bibles. In 2010 our goal is to donate over 300 Bibles by years end. As of June, we have donated over 200 Bibles.

These projects build up our faith and through these we see God working in us to touch other lives the world over. 

H. Miracles 

One of the miracles that we experienced, was the acquisition of our meeting place. We had been praying for the previous 5 years that God would supply a meeting place for us. A visiting supporting pastor came into town to see our area of ministty. We showed him the building that had recently closed and introduced him to the man responsible for selling the building. After God working things out and other supporting pastors cooperating together; in 10 days we had obtained our present meeting place. In the morning we were signing the paperwork and in the evening we were meeting for the first time in the building in Rosebush. 

Other miracles in the lives of the people who have attended and others who continue to attend, show us God's power day by day. Keeping the lights on and the furnace lit, month by month are miracles, given graciously by God's almighty hand. 

We have seen people profess Jesus as their Savior, because of God's' presence among us and if God had not placed us here to continue the work, those souls might not have ever had the opportunity to know a life set free from sin, through the death and resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Other miracles are yet to come as we work together and pray for God to lead us unto His glory by His eternal Grace.
