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Dear Prayer Warriors, 

What a fast moving month July was. It started out with firecrackers and fireworks and was consumed by a flurry of activity. On July 3rd we were passing out fliers and gospel tracts at the Rosebush Annual celebration which they call,Red, White and Blue Days. Most of it is celebrating how long they have been a community, with old pictures of the way things used to be in days gone by. Most of the town doesn't seem to want to remember how many Baptist churches there were in the Rosebush area back in the 1800s. 125 years later there is just us, and we are still only a mission church. 

14 days after the 4th of July celebration, we were contacted by someone (who had gotten one of our fliers) on the staff of the Rosebush Manor nursing home. They told us that they have a couple living there that are Baptists and would like to see if they might be able to come and attend. We met with Robert and Violet Kendrick for a few hours and they thought it might be too much to walk up and down all those steps and then sit for a while. Our members Arthur and Irene Stelwagen also went to visit them and got acquainted. I believe that their visit encouraged them the most for the Stelwagens are age 90 and 87; while the Kendricks are 94 and 90. Prayer for the health of both sets of these elderly saints of God would be greatly appreciated. 

The week of July 19th we attended Anishinaabe (Ojibwe) Family Language Camp, which we do almost every year to stay acquainted with people from other tribes and keep up with our learning about the culture and gain knowledge of how we might further reach our people in their own culture, with the gospel message. While at the camp; our language teacher Helen Roy informed us that she has decoded the entire alphabet and found the meanings of each and every letter sound. With the knowledge of the original meaning of every sound of human speech, it will become possible to reach people in other languages more easily and for people in every language group to learn each others languages, just by listening. This will be a breakthrough for languages all over the world, but the key is learning the code meanings to the alphabet sounds. Pray that God will give us wisdom to use this knowledge for His glory, the advancement of the Kingdom of God, and the Salvation of souls. 

Some time ago, I was doing some work for the Missionary Press, translating a tract so they could print it in the Ojibwe language. After they received all of the translated verses, they started work on the layout. This process took longer than they anticipated, because of the length of the words in Ojibwe. They also got bogged down with other projects that they started along the way. I heard from the Language Coordinator, Andrew Beverly, about the progress they have made over the many months of not hearing from them. They sent me the final draft for proof reading and they would like to have any corrections returned to them before the end of August. Please pray for us as we try to complete the final phase to have this tract available to Ojibwe speaking people before the year ends. When it finally is in print we will be given 10,000 to distribute and another 10,000 will be also shipped to Canada for distribution among Ojibwes by Ojibwe hands.
